Get them in now by mail, with a cheque or money order, as entries will close Spm sharp, on
Friday, 27th January, 2006. If necessary, priority entry will be given to those who get in early,
wish to drive/test a "historic car" and who are members of the HRCC.

Please note that this event not only gives CAMS licensed HRCC members testing time, it is also
an ideal opportunity for all you others to test drive a Historic Racing Car at Queensland Raceway,
and possibly learn something at the same time. We suggest you take this opportunity and be
there!

The entry fee for the vehicle and the primary nominated driver is the same as last year, at $80.00.

Only 2 additional
drivers for each vehicle can be nominated at this stage, and depending on final numbers,
additional guest drivers maybe accepted on the day. For those who do not have a CAMS Licence,
a Level 1 licence will be available for the day, costing $21.00. You can also book a Covered Bay
in Pit Lane for an additional $20.00 if you wish (first in, best dressed). All the above payable
with entry.
